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Major Requirements
Introductory Courses
Complete all of the following:
BIOL 1107. Principles of Biology I 
PHYS 1201Q, 1202Q, and 1230; or 1401Q and 1402Q; or 1601Q and 1602Q
Core Group
Complete all of the following courses: PNB 2774, 2775, 2776 and 3251.
Physiology (Category 1)
Complete at least one of the following courses: PNB 2250, 3252, 3265, 3270, 3350, and 3500.
Neurobiology (Category 2)
Complete at least one of the following courses: PNB 3253W, 3255, 3260, 3275, 3700, and 4400.

Complete a third course from the above categories, for a total of three courses from Physio and Neuro.
Experiential (Category 3)
Complete at least one of the following courses: PNB 3120W, 3178, 3179, 3180, 3263WQ, 3264W, and 4297W.
Writing in the Major
Complete at least one W course in PNB, which may also fulfill an above category.
Related Courses
Complete all of the following:
MCB 2000 or 3010
MCB 2400 or 2410
CHEM 2443 and 2444; or CHEM 2241 and MCB 2210 or 2215
26-Credit Requirement
Students must complete at least 26 credits of 2000-level or higher courses in PNB. The 26 credits must include courses from the major requirements above, including all courses in the core group; at least three courses from the physiology and neurobiology groups, with at least one course from the physiology group and at least one course from neurobiology group; at least one course from the experiential group; and at least one W course in PNB. Related coursework does not count toward 26 credit requirement. Students must maintain a cumulative GPA in their major of 2.0 or higher. 
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Notes: Students who have not completed 26 credits in the PNB major after satisfying the above requirements may take additional course(s) from the above categories, or any other PNB course at the 2000 level or higher. However, no more than three credits of PNB 3180, 3296 or 4296 may be applied toward the 26-credit requirement.
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
